The Rogers Park Garden Group (RPGG) is pleased to be able to offer a limited number of GRANTS to agencies or organizations that work with children and youth for gardening or related programs.  

	Program Details


	Who is eligible to apply?

	
	Any licensed agency or organization that has a 

reputable program for children or youth. 

	What form does the grant take?
	
	Grant recipients can go to any specified garden center to purchase plants, soil and/or soil amendments and mulch. Purchases can be charged to the RPGG account. The names and addresses of the eligible garden centers will be available at the time of the grant allocation.

Grant amounts will depend on the size and needs of the garden and what funds are available.
Grants are accepted and reviewed at any time in the year and are distributed to eligible programs on a first-come, first-serve basis.



	What projects are eligible?
	
	Any project that can demonstrate that it:

· Is sponsored by an agency or organization with experience in providing excellent programming for children or youth,

· Provides children and youth with hands-on gardening experience and education,

· Is located in Rogers Park, specifically: south of Evanston, east of Ridge, north of Devon,

· Is capable of completion by the end of the 2012 gardening season (for exceptions, see below),

· Will be undertaken by people with the capacity to complete and maintain it – e.g., weed and water,

· Has a realistic budget.




	What is expected of me?
	
	Applicants must agree to:

· Use the grant money only for the project included in the grant request and only for plant material, soil or soil amendments.
· Report on the status of the project to the RPGG, either through a written report at the end of the summer, or by participating in the RPGG’s October meeting that focuses on the Adopt the Public Way projects.



	What do I need to do to apply?
	
	Send the following to one of the addresses noted below:

· The completed Application Form (attached)

· The completed Intent Form (attached)

· The completed Budget Form (attached)


	What is the grant process?
	
	After grants are received:

· An RPGG representative will contact you for a site visit

· The Organizing Committee of the RPGG will make a decision
· You will be notified by email of the decision and a check will be mailed to you.



	What if my project can’t be completed by the end of the gardening season?
	
	In some cases, plans for a space are much bigger than a single year’s efforts.  It is best if you tell us about your vision, but note on your application that your project will need to be completed in phases and fill out the form for the first phase.
If you receive a 2012 grant and something subsequently prevents you from completing the project as you describe in your original grant application, you must contact the RPGG immediately.  We will do everything we can to help you, but if the project simply isn’t going to happen, you will be required to return any grant money received before the end of the 2012 gardening season so we can use it in the next year’s RPGG grants program.
